VI1II. New Business.
A. Mary McNally (CC of Wilbraham) — 6:30pm

Mary McNally who is the new President of the Country Club of
Wilbraham attended our meeting to give us an update on the status of
the Golf Club. A New Pro was hired for the 2015 season and the
Assistant Pro had left prior to the highering which made for a difficult
transition for the new Pro. The Club was able to Refinance the debt
and given a year with the bank to work out some financials. They sold
the rights to cell tower for over $ 400,000. They used some of the
money to pay down the debt and bank holding some of the money.
They have raised fees for 2016 to help with cost of Capital Projects
that are needed ASAP. They are currently at a total of 250 members.
They are also applying for CPA money for drainage projects on the
front 9 ($51,000) and CPA money($ 20,000) for clubhouse repairs.

The Country Club is very open to new ideas on ways to increase

membership and ways to advertise different programs to get more

people using the golf and food facilities.

B. Mt Marcy —7:15pm
Larry Lloyd and Jerry Gagliarducci attended to speak with the
Commissioners about their CPA application for the town to purchase
Mt. Marcy. The new appraisal came in lower, so they are expecting to
submit a lower CPA application then the $175,000 originally thought,
they believe the new application will be in the $150,000 range. They
spoke about how the intent of the CPA is for Open Space, and the Mt.
Marcy parcel would be a great piece for the Town to purchase. There
was discussion about the parcel, its connectivity, maintenance, and
other related items.

C. 2017 Budget —

Discussed the budget that was sent out to board members, all
members thought budget looked good. Only question was in regards to the
Utility Vehicle and if it was needed by us and appropriate for us to ask for
funding.
