Chairman Steve Fratoni called the meeting to order at 4:35 pm.

Approval of Minutes.

· Beverly Litchfield made a motion to accept the minutes of Thursday December 10, 2015 as written. Earl Way seconded the motion. All in favor.

Old Business.

· The grant application for the Children Museum accessibility project has been filed with the Town for FY 2017 Community Preservation funds.

· The dollar amount of $146,470 was a consolidation of elements from four written estimates from local builders.  

· Construction oversight (construction drawings , permits, and job site coordination) can be contracted directly.  Contracts for actual construction services will be by competitive bid as per State regulations for public buildings.

· State Representative Angelo Puppolo sent letter of support for project.

· If approved by the Community Preservation Committee, the request will be put to public vote at the Town Meeting on May 16, 2016.

· The design project was done under budget so $2,788 will be returned to the CPC. 

· The current year Spec Pond dock project has received approval from the Conservation Commission and other regulatory reviews.  Lance and Steve will meet with the contractor next Wednesday to discuss the next steps.

New Business.

· Steve Fratoni has submitted the Commission’s section for annual Town report.

· Bylaw Study Committee discussion:  Several suggestions for bylaw changes to aid Commission activities were discussed.  Study Committee member Beverly Litchfield suggested taking suggestion to their next meeting.  Steve will present two items:

· Increasing the fine for illegal parking in an accessible spaces, and 

· Review of ADA compliance for all CPA grant requests.

· Future Commission activities discussion: Several areas of Town activities and facilities were discussed to determine productive areas of future commission activities with the following results:

· Housing (directly State owned and financed) and Elections (subject to frequent audits by the State) were considered adequate oversight by the State.

· IT compliance was unclear and with a Federal Standard scheduled for  2018 it was decided to ask the Town’s IT directory to a future Commission meeting.  

· Also the Town’s Title II Transition plan will be located for review.
