MINUTES OF THE WILBRAHAM BOARD OF APPEALS
THURSDAY FEBRUARY 18, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 5:30 by Chairman Kivari

1. Public Hearing
Special Permit, Home Qccupation (Body —Mind-Spirit Services) Reverend Michele Caron D/B/A Harmony

Way. 407 Monson Rd.

Chairman Kivari opened the public hearing and read the legal notice. Michelle Caron appeared before the Board
regarding her proposal to operate Body-Mind-Spirit Services at her property located at 407 Monson Rd. Classes
are proposed to be small with no more than 7 clients at one time on site, with a maximum number of client
vehicles not to exceed 4 at any time. There will be no Zumba classes offered. Mark Albano made motion to
approve the Special Permit subject to conditions of approval contained in the draft Notice of Decision dated
February 18, 2016 and added that the permit be personal to the applicant. Betsy Jolhnsen seconded the motion. All
members voted in favor.

2. Public Hearing
Special Permit, Amendment to Special Permit of Soceer City Inc. previously issued on June 26, 1997, (retail

sales store and a silk sereening, printing operation) located at 2041 Boston Rd, Wilbraham.

Chairman Kivari opened the public hearing and read the legal notice. Ron Hardick appeared before the board
regarding this proposal. Mr. Hardick explained that Soccer City has been operating a silk screening/printing
opetation at the facility and retail sales since the original Special Permit was issued. These activities had not
previously been described in the original Special Permit. Both the printing and the sales of athletic clothing and
equipment have been accessory to the primary use of Soccer City which supplies team uniforms and equipment.
Presently the silk screening and printing operation have outgrown its present location in the basement of the north
portion of the building and Mr. Hardick proposes to move this operation to the first floor to the Southern portion
of the facility. This relocation will allow additional space for new equipment and staff. The new space will allow
an additional 400 square feet to be used for the operation. There are 4 existing employees and no additional staff
are presently planned. Mark Albano made a motion to approve the Special Permit application subject to
conditions of approval contained in the draft Notice of Decision dated February 18, 2016. Charles Pelouze
seconded the motion. All members voted in favor,
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3. Approval of Minutes

Chaijrman Kivari called for a motion to approve the minutes of the September 24, 2015 meeting as submitted. Mr.
Albano made a motion to approve. Charles Pelouze seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in

Tavor.

Having no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:45 PM. The Board of Appeals will reconvene on a
date to be determined.
